ORDER

FISH DISEASE CONTROL

Under the authority of secions 41101 through 41105 of 1994 PA 451, being secions 324.41101 through
324.41105 of the Michigan Compiled Laws, the Director of the Departmert of Natural Reurces
(Departmert) on June 7, 2007 orderedthat the following regulations apply to the watersof the Stateto
protectagainst the further spreadof Pahogers of concern.

The goals of the DepartmertOsctions under this Fish Diseas Control Order are to protect the aquatic
resourcesof the State, minimize the spread of Pathogens of concernto uninfected waters and protectthe
DepartmentOdi sh hatchery system. The Departmert will address the control of diseagsof fish through
the developmert of regulations for specific Management Areasthat are desgnedto contain or slow the
spreadof Pathogens of concern

DEFINITIONS
Asusedin this Fish Diseas Control Order, specific termsare defined asfollows:

Baitfi sh Elive or dead speciesof fish, or parts of fish excluding Roe, that are used by arnglersto catch fish.

Certi fication Process Da proces used by the Department to grart or deny applications from individuals
who wart to conduct cerain acivitiesthat are regulated by this Fish Diseag Control Order.

Inland Watersball public watersof the State except for the GreatL akesand their connectng waters
Pathogenbviruses bacteria, fungi, and parastesthat cause disea® in living organisms.

Prohibited Fish Speciesb Baitfi sh and other speciesof fish idertified by the Departmert asinfectedwith
one or more Pathogens of concern

Roe beggs of fish.

REGULATION BY MANAGEMENT AREA

The Departmert usesa classifi caion systemto categorize watersbased on their disea® status. Specffic
Management Areas idertified by the Departmert under this systeminclude: 1) NamedPahogen Pasitive
Management Area, where the presence of a namedPathogenhasbeenconfirmed 2) Named Pathogen
Suveillance Mamgemert Area where a named Pathogenis likely to be found in the nearfuture; ard

3) Named Patogen FreeManagemert Areg where a namedPathogenhasnot beenconfirmedto date.
Regqulatory actions arededgnedfor eachManagemert Areato reduce the risk of spreadng a Pathogen
from, and in some casescontaining a Pathogenwithin, a NamedPatogen Pasitive Marnagemert Area
Unigue regulatory actions will be developed for each new Pathogenthatis discovered, and such acions
will take into accaunt the likely dispersal routesfor a Pathogen

GENERAL STATEWI DE PROVISIONS

1. Theofficial list of Prahibited Fish Speciesfor each Pathogen of concernasidertifiedby the
Departmert will be availabe from the Departmert and will be posted on Fisheries DivisionOsvebsite
(http://www.michigangov/dnrfishing). Thelist of Prohibited Fish Speciesfor each Pathogen of
concernasof June 28, 2007 is attachedto this Fish Disea Control Order for reference only
(Appendix A). Updatesto thelist of Prohibited Fish Specieswill be madce asnecessary. Those
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chargeswill beimmedately posted on FisheriesDivisionOsvebsite, ard incorporatedinto this Fish
Disea® Control Order atleag amually.

2. Theofficial list of watersclassifiedby NamedPahogen Managemert Areafor eachPathogen of
concernasidertifiedby the Departmert shall be posted on Fisheries DivisionOsvebsite
(http://www.michigangov/dnrfishing). The list of waters classifiedby Named Pahogen
Managemen Areafor eachPahogenof concernasof June 28, 2007 is attactedto this Fish Disea®
Control Order for reference only (Appendix B). Updatesto thelist of list of watersclassifiedby
NamedPathogen Managemert Areawill be macke as necesary. Those changeswill be immedately
posted on FisheriesDivisionOsvebsite, and incorporatedinto this Fish Diseag Control Order atleas
amually.

3. The Certificaion Proces includestwo Pats: Pat A) Status of a Facility and Part B) Status of Fish
Health. The Guide for Certification of Status of a Facility and Status of Fish Hedth will idertify the
specific steps to be completedfor eachPahogen of concernasidentifiedby the Departmert, aswell
aswhena Certficaion for Status of a Facility that hasbeengrarnted, or a Certificaion for Status of
Fish Heakh that hasbeengrarnted, shall expire. The Guide for Cettification of Satus of a Facility and
Satus of Fish Hedth will be availabe from the Departmert and will be posted on Fisheries
DivisionOsvebsite (http://www.michigangov/dnrfi shing).

PartA) Statusof aFacility BApplicarts who wish to keepBaitfish or live fish that arelistedas
Prohibited Fish Species or Roe takenfrom fish that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species in
afacility shall have thatfacility reviewed by the Departmert to ensure thatthereis minimal
risk to public watersof the State and that appropriate biological secuity measiresarein
effect for thefacility. The Department will review the reaults for eachapplication under
PartA) and reond to the applicart in writing with aletter of Cerification for Status of a
Faciity that either grarts or deriesthe applicaton and includesthe DepartmentOsationale
for the decision aswell asthe actions necessary for acheving cerificaon. ThisPartA)
doesnot apply to 1) anowner of anaquacuture facility regulated and permitted by the
Michigan Departmert of Agriculture; 2) anowner of a State-licersed Baitfish retall
operaton; or 3) anowner of a State-licersed commercial fi shing operaton specifically for
that part of the operation related to the sale for human consumption of Roe takenfrom fish
thatarelisted asProhibited Fish Species

PartB) Status of Fish Health ® Applicarts who wish to offer for sale or sell Baitfish or live fish that
arelistedasProhibited Fish Species or Roe takenfrom fish that are listed as Prahibited Fish
Species shall have those Baitfi sh or that Roe tegedfor eachPahogenof concernby a
cerifiedlaboratory that hasbeenapproved by the State of Michigan Applicarts shall
submit the reaults of all tedsto the Department. The Departmert will review the reaults for
eachapplication under PartB) and regond to the applicart in writing with aletter of
Certfication for Status of Fish Heakh that contains atransaction number, and that either
grarts or deriesthe application and includesthe DepartmertOsationale for the decision.
This Part B) doesnot apply to anowner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail operaton or an
owner of a State-licersed commercial fi shing operaton specifically for that part of the
operaion related to the sale for humanconsumption of Roe takenfrom fish thatarelistedas
Prohibited Fish Species

4. A person shall not stock Baitfish or live fish that arelistedasProhibited Fish Species or Roe taken
from fish that are listedasPrchibited Fish Species in holding facilities ponds, or other waters that
discharge into public waters of the State prior to completing PartA) of the Certification Process ard
receving aletter of Cerification for Status of a Facility from the Departmert permitting such
activity. ThisProvision 4 doesnot apply to 1) anowner of anaquacuture facility requlated and
permited by the Michigan Departmert of Agriculture; 2) anowner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail
operaion; or 3) anowner of a State-licersed commetcial fi shing operaion specffically for that part of

the operaion relatedto the sale for humanconsumption of Roetakenfrom fish thatare listed as
Prohibited Fish Species

If anapproved Certification for Status of a Facility isissuedby the Departmert under Part A) of the
Certificaion Pracess, anapplicart shall carry thatletter of Certificaion for Status of a Faciity with
themwhentransporting and stocking Baitfi sh or live fi sh that arelisted asPrahibited Fish Species or
Roe takenfrom fish that are listed asProhibited Fish Species in holding facilities ponds, or other
watersthat discharge into public watersof the State. Thatletter of Certificaion for Status of a
Faclity shall be shown upon requed. This Provision 5 doesnot apply to 1) anowner of an
aquacdture facility requlated and permitted by the Michigan Departmert of Agriculture; 2) an owner
of a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail operation; or 3) anowner of a State-licersed commercial fi shing
operaton specifically for that part of the operation relatedto the sale for humanconsumption of Roe
takenfrom fish thatare listed asPrahibited Fish Species.

A person shall not stock Baitfish or live fish that arelistedasProhibited Fish Species or Roe taken
from fish that are listed asPrchibited Fish Species in public watersof the State prior to receving a
Fish Stocking Pemit from the Departmert permitting such actvity.

If anapproved Fish Stocking Permit isissuedby the Departmert, anapplicart shall carry that Fish
Stocking Pemmit with them whentrarsporting and stocking Baitfish or live fish thatare listedas
Prohibited Fish Species, or Roe takenfrom fish that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species in public
watersof the State. That Fish Stocking Pemit shall be shown upon reques.

Except asothemwise providedfor in this Fish Disease Control Order, a person shall not offer for sale
or sell any Baitfish or live fish that are listed asProhibited Fish Species or Roe takenfrom fish that
arelistedasProhibited Fish Species prior to completing PartB) of the Certificaion Praces ard
receving aletter of Cerification for Status of Fish Hedth from the Departmert pemitting such
activity. ThisProvision 8 doesnot apply to anowner of a State-licensed Baitfi sh refail operation or
anowner of a State-licersed commercial fi shing operaion specffically for that part of the operaion
relatedto the sale for humanconsumption of Roe takenfrom fish that arelisted asPrahibited Fish
Species

If anapproved Certification for Status of Fish Heakh isissuedby the Departmert under Part B) of the
Cerificaion Pracess, anapplicart shall carry thatletter of Cerificaton for Status of Fish Heath with
themwhentransporting, offering for sale, or selling Baitfish or live fish that are listed asProhibited
Fish Species or Roetakenfrom fish that are listedasProhibited Fish Species Thatletter of
Certificaton for Status of Fish Heath shall be shown upon requed. This Provision 9 doesnot apply
to anowner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail operation or anowner of a State-licersed commercial
fishing operaton specffically for that part of the operation relatedto the sale for humanconsumption
of Roe takenfrom fish that are listed asPrahibited Fish Species

An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaton shall provide to eachwholesale purchaser
atthe point of sale a copy of the receipt that contains specifi c informaton asidertified by the
Departmert in the Guide for Certification of Status of a Facility and Status of Fish Hedth, aswell as
the transaciion number from the letter of Certificaion for Status of Fish Health. An owner of a State-
licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operation shall retain the original recepts for atleas one yearafter the
date of sale. Receipts shall be shown upon requed.

A wholesale purchaser shall retain copiesof receipts for purchasesfrom a State-licersed Baitfi sh
wholesale operaton for atleas one yea afterthe date of sale. Receipts shall be shown upon requesd.

An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail operaton shall provide to each retail customer at the point
of sale acopy of arecept that contains specifi c information asidenrtifiedby the Departmert in the
Guidefor Cettification of Status of a Facility and Status of Fish Hedth, aswell asthe transaction
number from the letter of Certification for Status of Fish Heath. An owner of a State-licersed

Baitfi sh retail operation shall retain the original recepts for atleas one yea after the date of sale.
Receipts shall be shown upon requed.
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13. A retail customershall retain and show upon requed the receipt for purchasesof Baitfi sh or Roe from
a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail operaton. A receipt shall be valid for sevendays from the date of sale.

14. All speciesof live fish and Roe maintainedat alocaion by an owner of a State-licersed commercial
fishing operaion, an owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaton, or an owner of a State-
licersed Baitfi sh retail operation shall be considereduncerifiedif live fish that arelistedas
Prohibited Fish Species or Roe takenfrom fish that arelistedasProhibited Fish Species arealso
maintained at thatlocaion and those live fish or that Roe have not beenapproved asrequired under
PartB) of the Certificaion Proces.

15. A peron, who catchesfish in alake or a Great Lake, shall not relea® those fish alive in any public
watersof the Stateif those fi sh are listed asProhibited Fish Species excep that those fish maybe
releagdaliveinthatlake, or that GreatLake, or in a connecting body of waterto that lake, or that
GreatLake, so long asthose fish canfreely move betweenthe original locaton of capure ard the
location of release. This Provision 15 doesnot apply to Baitfish.

16. A person who catchesfish in astream shall not release those fish alive in any public watersof the
Stateif those fish are listed as Prohibited Fish Species except thatthose fish may be releasedalivein
any part of that stream, or in a connecting body of water to that stream, so long asthose fish can
freely move betweenthe original location of capture and the locaion of release. This Provision 16
doesnot apply to Baitfi sh.

17. Except asfurtherredrictedin this Fish Disea® Control Order, a person shall not use or otherwise
relea Baitfi sh that arelistedasPrchibited Fish Species, or Roe harveded from fish thatare listedas
Prohibited Fish Species in any public watersof the State, unless that person is fi shing and those
Baitfi sh or that Roe are attachedto a hook.

18. A person who movesaboat overland betweenbodiesof water shall drain all water from the live
well(s) and the bilge of their boat upon leaving any body of water.

SECTION | BViral Hemorr hagic Septicemia Virus (VHSV)

Viral hemorrhagc septicemiavirus (VHSv) is a disea® of fish that hascaused|arge-scale mortalitiesof
fish in aguacuture operatonsin Europe, in certain populations of wild fish along the Pacfic Coag of
North America, and now in various populations of wild fish in several areasof the Great LakesBasdn.
There arefour known genretic typesof the virus, threein Europe whereVHSv originatedand onein North
America. The geretic type found in the GreatLakesBasn (VHSv IVb) ismost similar to the strain of
VHSv previously isolated from the Atlartic Coag of EagernNorth America. VHSvtypesl, I, and Il
have causedsignificart mortalities particularly in rainbow trout in Europeanaquacuture facilities In the
GreatLakesBasn, VHSv Vb hascawsed mortalitiesin several speciesof wild fish inhahkiting Lake
Huron, the St Clair River, Lake St Clair, the Detroit River, Lake Erie, the Niagara River, Lake Ontario,
ard the St Lawrence River.

On October 24, 2006 (asamended on Novemter 14, 2006 and again on May 4, 2007), afederal
Emergency Order wasissued by the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service of the United States
Departmert of Agriculturein aneffort to prevert the spreadof VHSv between Statesand betweenthe
U.S.and Carada, thus hopefully protecing economically importart sport fi sheriesand aguacuture
operatons. This Fish Disea® Control Orderis consistert with the federal Emergerncy Order (as
amernted), ard it providesfor additional protectons to slow the spreadof VHSv throughout the Great
Lakesand Inland Waters under the jurisdiction of Michiganthatarenot coveredby the federal
Emergency Order (asamended).

VHSvislikely to continue spreadng in fish throughout the GreatLakesBasn viathe natural movemerts
of infectedfish. Although the virus maytake yearsto infectfish in Lake Superior, it could berapdly
moved by ships that discharge untreatdballag water, the stocking of infectedfish, or the unintended
movemen of water by boaters and anglersthat contains either the virusitself or livefish thatare infected

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with the virus. While containment and eradcation of VHSv are likely not possible, the regulations
specifiedin this Fish Diseag Control Order are necesary to slow the spreadof VHSy, thus providing the
timerequiredto develop strategesfor maragng the Pathogen The redrictions detailed below will help
the Departmert to 1) protect populations of wild fish in Inland Waters and in several areasof the Great
Lakes that arenot yetinfectedwith the virus; 2) protect wild populations of fish used asbroodstock for
fisheriesmanagemert, ard 3) prevert the infecion of fish being rearedin State-ownedfi sh hatcheries

Management Area Regulationsfor Viral Hemorrha gic Septicemia virus (VHSV)

VHSv Paositive Management Area

On all watersdedgnated within the VHSv Pasitive Managemert Area, the following regulations further
redrict the trarsportation, sale, use, and relea® of Baitfi sh and fi sh that are listed asPrchibited Fish
Species and Roe taken from fish that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species that have not beenapproved
asrequired under Pat B) of the Cerification Process.

Recreational anglers

1. A person who catchesBaitfi sh that are listed asPrahibited Fish Species or harvegs Roe from fish
that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species in abody of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv Pasitive
Management Areashall not use or otherwise release those Baitfi sh or that Roe in any public
watersof the State, except that those Baitfi sh or that Roe may be usedin any watersincludedin
the VHSV Pasitive Managemert Areasubjectto Provision 17 under the Gereral Statewide
Provisions.

2. A person who purchasesBaitfi sh that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species or purchasesRoe from
fish thatarelistedasPrchibited Fish Species shall not use or otherwise release those Baitfi sh or
that Roe in any public waters of the State, except that those Baitfi sh or that Roe maybe usedin
any watersincludedin the VHSv Pasitive Manmagemert Areasubjectto Provision 17 under the
Gereral Statewide Provisions.

State-licensed Baitfi sh wholesale operations; State-licensd Baitfi sh retail operations

1. An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaion or a State-licersed Baitfi sh refalil
operaion shall not transport Baitfi sh that are listed asProhibited Fish Species or Roe from fish
thatarelisted asProhibited Fish Species if those Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharvegedfrom a
body of water thatisincludedin the VHSv Pcsitive Managemer Area, unless that owner has
documertation demonstrating proof thatthose Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharveged from a body
of water thatisincludedin the VHSv Pasitive Managemert Area

2. Documertation demonstrating proof that each speciesof Baitfi sh thatarelistedasPrchibited Fish
Species or Roe from fish that are listed asPrchibited Fish Species hasbeenharvegedfrom a
body of water thatisincludedin the VHSv Pgsitive Managemen Area shall accompary all
shipmerts of those Baitfi sh or that Roe, and that documentation shall be shown upon requed.

3. An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaion or a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail
operaion shall not offer for sale or sell Baitfi sh that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species or Roe
from fish that are listedasProhibited Fish Species if those Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharveged
from abody of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv Pasitive Managemert Area unless that owner
hasclealy idertifiedat the point of sale thatthose Baitfi sh or that Roe may only be usedin a body
of water thatisincludedin the VHSv Pasitive Managemert Area

VHSv Suveillance Mamgemert Area

On all watersdesgnatedwithin the VHSv Surveillance Managemert Area the following regulations
further redrict the transportation, sale, use, and release of Baitfi sh and fi sh that arelistedasPrahibited
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Fish Species and Roe takenfrom fish that are listed as Prchibited Fish Species that have not been
approvedasrequired under Pat B) of the Certficaion Proces.

Recreational anglers

1. A person who catchesBaitfish that are listed asPrahibited Fish Species or harvegs Roe from fish
that arelisted asProhibited Fish Speciesin abody of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv
Suveillance Mamgemert Areashall not use or otherwise release those Baitfi sh or that Roein any
public watersof the State, except that those Baitfi sh or that Roe may be usedin arny waters
includedin eitherthe VHSv Pasitive Marnagemert Area or the VHSv Surveillance Managemert
Areasubject to Provision 17 under the Genreral Statewide Provisions.

2. A person who purchasesBaitfi sh that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species or purchasesRoe from
fish thatarelistedasPrchibited Fish Species shall not use or otherwise release those Baitfi sh or
that Roe in any public watersof the State, except that those Baitfi sh or that Roe maybe usedin
arny watersincludedin either the VHSv Paositive Mamgemen Areaor the VHSv Surveillance
Managemen Areasubjectto Provision 17 under the General Statewide Provisions.

State-licensed Baitfi sh wholesale operations; State-licensd Baitfi sh retail operations

1. An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaion or a State-licersed Baitfi sh refalil
operaion shall not transport Baitfi sh that are listed asProhibited Fish Species or Roe from fish
thatarelisted asProhibited Fish Species if those Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharvegedfrom a
body of water thatisincludedin the VHSv Surveillance Managemert Area, unless that owner has
documertation demonstrating proof that those Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharveged from a body
of water thatisincludedin the VHSv Surveillance Management Area.

2. Documertation demonstrating proof that each speciesof Baitfi sh thatarelistedasPrchibited Fish
Species or Roe from fish that are listed asPrchibited Fish Species hasbeenharvegedfrom a
body of water thatisincludedin the VHSv Surveillance Managemert Area shall accompany all
shipmerts of those Baitfi sh or that Roe, and that documentation shall be shown upon requed.

3. An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaion or a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail
operaion shall not offer for sale or sell Baitfi sh that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species or Roe
from fish that are listedasProhibited Fish Species if those Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharveged
from abody of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv Suveillance Management Area, unless that
owner hasclealy idertifiedatthe point of sale that those Baitfi sh or that Roe may only be usedin
abody of waterthatisincludedin eitherthe VHSv Pasitive Managemert Area or the VHSv
Suveillance Mamgemert Area

VHSv FreeManagement Area

On all watersdedgnated within the VHSv Free Managemen Area the following regulations apply to the
transportation, sale, use, and relea® of Baitfi sh ard fi sh that arelisted asPrahibited Fish Species ard
Roe takenfrom fish that are listed asProhibited Fish Species that have not beenapproved asreauired
under Part B) of the Certificaion Proces.

Recreational anglers

1. A person who catchesBaitfish that are listed asPraohibited Fish Species or harvegs Roe from fish
that arelisted asProhibited Fish Speciesin abody of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv Free
Managemen Area may use those Baitfish or that Roe in any public waters of the State, subjectto
Provision 17 underthe Gereral Statewide Provisions.

2. A person who purchasesBaitfi sh that arelisted asProhibited Fish Species or purchasesRoe from
fish thatarelistedasPrchibited Fish Species that hasbeenharvededfrom a body of water
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includedin the VHSv FreeMamgemert Areamay use those Baitfish or that Roe in any public
watersof the State, subjectto Provision 17 underthe Gereral Statewide Provisions.

State-licensed Baitfi sh wholesale operations; State-licensd Baitfi sh retail operations

1. An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaion or a State-licersed Baitfi sh refalil
operaion maytransport Baitfish that are listed asPrahibited Fish Species or Roe from fish that
arelistedasProhibited Fish Species so long asthose Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharveged from
abody of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv FreeManagemen Area ard that owner has
documertation demonstrating proof that those Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeenharveged from a body
of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv FreeManagemert Area

2. Documertation demonstrating proof that each speciesof Baitfish thatarelistedasPrchibited Fish
Species or Roe from fish that are listed asPrchibited Fish Species hasbeenharvegedfrom a
body of water thatisincludedin the VHSv FreeManagemen Areashall accompary all shipmerts
of those Baitfish or that Roe, and that documenrtation shall be shown upon requesd.

3. An owner of a State-licersed Baitfi sh wholesale operaion or a State-licersed Baitfi sh retail
operaion may off er for sale or sell Baitfi sh that arelisted asPrahibited Fish Species or Roe from
fish thatarelistedasPrchibited Fish Species so long as those Baitfi sh or that Roe hasbeen
harvegedfrom abody of waterthatisincludedin the VHSv FreeManagement Areaand that
owner hasclealy idertifiedatthe point of sale thatthose Baitfi sh or that Roe may be usedin ary
watersof the State.

This Fish Disease Control Order is assigned number FO-245 ard is titled GFish Diseag ControlO. If a
discremrcy occurs betweenthis Fish Diseag Control Order, FO-245 ard other orders and laws currently
in existence,thenthe more redrictive regulation shall take preceagnce.

This Fish Disease Control Order, FO-245 shall take effecton June 28, 2007 and shall remain effective
through June 27, 2012.
